COMMISSION IMPLEMENTING DECISION 

of 5.12.2022 

amending Commission Implementing Decision C(2014)9673 final of 11/12/2014, 

adopting a Multi-annual Action Programme for Turkey on Employment, Education and 

Social Policies 

THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION, 

Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, 

Having regard to Regulation (EU, Euratom) 2018/1046 of the European Parliament and of the 

Council of 18 July 2018 on the financial rules applicable to the general budget of the Union, 

amending Regulations (EU) No 1296/2013, (EU) No 1301/2013, (EU) No 1303/2013, (EU) 

No 1304/2013, (EU) No 1309/2013, (EU) No 1316/2013, (EU) No 223/2014, (EU) No 

283/2014, and Decision No 541/2014/EU and repealing Regulation (EU, Euratom) No 

966/20121, and in particular Article 110 thereof, 

Having regard to Regulation (EU) No 2021/1529 of the European Parliament and of the 

Council of 15 September 2021 establishing the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA 

III)2 and in particlular Article 19 thereof, 

Whereas: 

(1) By its Decision C(2014)9673 final, the Commission adopted the Multi-annual Action 

Programme for Turkey on Employment, Education and Social Policies. This Decision 

was amended on 06/12/20173 and 29/11/20184. 

(2) The COVID-19 pandemic negatively affected the overall implementation of the 

programme. Taking into account the overall budget reduction for the programme, and 

the COVID-19 effects, it was deemed necessary to make a budget re-allocation for 

each year and revise target indicators observing the physical progress at contract and 

project level for each operation. 

(3) Therefore, Decision C(2014)9673 should be amended accordingly. Article 110 of 

Regulation (EU, EURATOM) 2018/1046 (‘the Financial Regulation’) establishes 

detailed rules of financing decisions. 

(4) The envisaged assistance should comply with the conditions and procedures set out by 

the restrictive measures adopted pursuant to Article 215 TFEU5. 

(5) The programme provided for in this Decision is in accordance with the opinion of the 

IPA III Committee set up by Article 17 of Regulation (EU) 2021/1529.
