The Commission has adopted the Country Strategy Paper for Jordan? and the
Multiannual Indicative Programme for the period 2011-2013% point 3 of which
provides for the following priority:

e Trade, enterprise and investment devel opment.

The objectives pursued by the Annual Action Programme (part 11) are to respond to
the pressing economic and social challenges that Jordan is facing, with a particular
focus on the point mentioned above.

The present Decision constitutes a Financing Decision within the meaning of Article
75 of Council Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 of 25 June 2002 on the
Financial Regulation applicable to the general budget* (hereafter 'the Financial
Regulation’) and Article 90 of Commission Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2342/2002
of 23 December 2002 laying down detailed rules for the implementation of the
Financial Regulation applicable to the general budget® (hereafter ‘the Implementing
Rules).

The maximum contribution of the European Union set by the present Decision should
cover any possible claims for interest due for late payment on the basis of Articles 83
of the Financial Regulation and 106(5) of its Implementing Rules.

HAS DECIDED ASFOLLOWS:

Article1

The Annua Action Programme in favour of Jordan (part 1), constituted by the actions:
"Reinforce and expand the modernisation of the services sector in Jordan™ (EUR 15 million)
and "Support to Research, Technologica Development and Innovation in Jordan" (EUR 5
million), the text of which is set out in the attached Annexes, is approved.

Article 2

The maximum contribution of the European Union to the Annual Action Programme (part I1)
isset at EUR 20 million to be financed from budget line 19 08 01 01 of the general budget of
the European Union for 2011.

This maximum contribution shall also cover any possible interests due for late payment.

Article 3

Cumulated changes of the alocations to the specific actions not exceeding 20% of the
maximum contribution of the European Union shall not be considered substantial, provided
that they do not significantly affect the nature and objectives of the Annua Action
Programme. This may include an increase of the maximum contribution of the European
Union up to 20%.

The relevant authorising officer may amend the present Decision to introduce non substantial
changes to the Annual Action Programme in accordance with the principles of sound financial
management.
